RESOLVED, to adopt a resolution of negative declaration of environmental significance and reasoned
elaboration for the Monastery of the Glorious Ascension, inc. (a/k/a Monastery of St. Dionysus) for the
construction and operation of a house of worship at 481 North Country Road, St. James, NY 11780
(SCTM: 0801-007.00-03;00-029.001, 037.000). This resolution is deemed read into the record in its entirety
and shall be affixed to the official minutes with the vote recorded accordingly.
